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Curriculum & Instruction

Institute for Learning: Language Arts

On December 11, 2020, Teaneck held its first virtual learning session with the Institute for Learning.
Teachers from kindergarten, first and second grade met with, Dr. Cheryl Sandora, the district’s IFL
trainer to kick off a series of professional development sessions which will focus on key components of
high-quality ELA instruction (texts, tasks, and talk). During these sessions, teachers also work together to
support student learning, and collectively they examine classroom artifacts that reflect high-quality ELA
lessons. The continued emphasis of these sessions is to underscore the importance of maintaining high-
quality instruction and moving literacy work forward regardless of the instructional platform.

English as Second Language

During the months of March through May, all English language learners will take the ACCESS for English
Learners. This assessment is mandated by the New Jersey Department of Education and will be
administered in-person. The ACCESS for English learners assesses the English language proficiency of our
students in the areas of reading, writing, speaking and listening. The data rendered from this assessment
is used to make instructional decisions for the upcoming school year. It will also provide us with a
snapshot of the student’s growth in his/her language acquisition.
